priving Habits

Drive at a steady moderate speed. Use

overdrive as much as possible and cruise

control whenever it will minimize the
fluctuation of your vehicle's RPMs.
Don't Carry More Than You Need. Keep

the car as light at reasonable possible. For

each 100 pounds of extra weight, gas
mileage is reduced by as much as 4%.
Don't idle for more than 45 seconds.
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The better gas mileage a vehicle gets, the less
fuel it burns. Lower fuel consumption leads to
more efficient use of fossil fuels, more money in
your pocket, and better air quality.

Maintenance

A poorly tuned engine wastes 10 — 20% of
the fuel it uses. It can release as much as
100 times the normal level of pollution into
the air.
